JToe Link Instructions

Toe Adjustment: The wheels can be adjusted to
point straight ahead or have a toe-in or toe-out

setting. To help you remember, look down at your Toe-Out
feet. For toe-in, your feet point towards each other.
For toe-out, your feet point away from each other.

The toe angle of the front wheels can be adjusted by
varying the length of the toe links that connect the
steering linkage to the front axle carriers. The toe
angle of the rear wheels can be adjusted by varying
the length of the metal toe links that connect the
rear bulkheads to the rear axle carriers. The front

toe links and rear toe links are equipped with
turnbuckles. The length of the toe links can be
adjusted by turning them with a 5mm wrench,
Traxxas part #5477.
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All of the toe links were originally installed on the
truck so that the left hand thread indicators point to
the same direction. This makes it easier to remember
which way to turn the wrench to increase or decrease
toe link length (the direction is the same at all four
corners). Note that the groove in the hex indicates the
side of the toe link with the left-hand threads.
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
